over when you needed it.

Those days are gone. Welcometo the 21% Century where
we do things quite differently. Today you can record your
presentations easily at CD Qudity.

Think MiniDisc

The MiniDisc is a great recording device that providesthe
ability to record at CD-Qudity. Y ou can record 74 minutes
in stereo or 148 minutes (double the capacity) in mono.

Y ou can &t the parameters of the recording to handle
whichever is best for you.

I’ve used cassettes and Digitd Audio Tape (DAT) inthe
past. Both have been good for certain functions, but the
MiniDiscisfar superior. It provides the quaity of CD and
the ease of useto find agiven track on aCD. With the
MiniDisc you can access up to 256 tracks per disc. These
tracks can then be moved about or deleted as needed.

I"'ve used the MiniDisc for recording speeches for severd
yearsnow. My old MZ-R55 (left) is no longer produced by
Sony but is replaced by later, more versatile and capable
recording devices.

Microphone Needed

You'll need to get amicrophone that will provide you the
ability to record. | purchased asmdl lavdiere clip-on

microphone that provides good quality a Radio Shack. |
aso have used one that came with another Sony cassette
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recorder.

Test, Test and Test Again

Before the big presentation, make sure that you test your
equipment severa times so that you are comfortable with it.
You'll want to be comfortable enough to check it when
working with it to meke sure that it is working right.
